Justification of the project:

The purchase and installation of outdoor tents for bedridden and low-mobility
residents of the boarding house will allow you to perform several important
functions:

1. Organization of a comfortable environment for rest and stay in the fresh air. Tents
create areas sheltered from the sun, wind and precipitation, where bedridden
residents can be outside, rest, spend time in favorable conditions. This helps to
improve their psychological and physical condition.

2. Opportunity for rehabilitation and recovery. Staying in the fresh air, surrounded
by nature under tents has a beneficial effect on the health of bedridden citizens,
contributing to their rehabilitation and recovery. This is especially important for
citizens with chronic diseases.

3. Improvement of the psychological state. Being outdoors has a positive effect on
the emotional background, reduces the manifestations of depression, anxiety and
apathy in bedridden residents.

The target group of the project:
Bedridden and disabled residents of the boarding house.

The aim of the project:
Organization of comfortable outdoor recreation and rehabilitation areas for
bedridden and low-mobility citizens by installing specialized mobile tents.

The tasks of the project:

1. Purchase of 5 high-quality mobile tent structures adapted for use by people with
limited mobility.

2. Selection of optimal locations for tents on the territory of the boarding house,
taking into account the landscape features, pedestrian routes and the needs of
patients.

3. Organization of reliable installation of tents and ensuring their stability and safety.
4. Improvement of adjacent areas under the tents - paving, landscaping, lighting.

5. Consulting staff on the rules for the operation and maintenance of tent structures.

1. Analysis of the needs and wishes of residents, selection of a supplier of tent
structures.

3. Preparation of installation sites, installation of tents, improvement of the adjacent
area.
